ATC PARENTS AND ATHLETE’S CODE OF CONDUCT

Parents will provide support and encouragement for their athlete(s) while participating in ATC and USATF by maintaining the following standards:

* Parents agree to set a positive example of good sportsmanship.

* Parents agree to provide support and respect for coaches, officials, etc., and athletes during practice and during  ALL Meets.

* Any concerns or advice regarding athletes, coaches, officials, etc., should be discussed with the Head Coach or brought before the Board privately and in a dignified manner.

* Parents agree to encourage their athlete(s) to treat fellow athletes, coaches, fans, and officials with respect regardless of sex, race, or ability.

* Parents agree to help their athlete(s) experience an enjoyable and successful season by providing assistance (i.e. officiating, concession, transportation, etc.) within their personal constraints and abilities.

* Parents will bring their athlete(s) to practice and to meets on time and will make it their personal responsibility to keep abreast of activities by reading the weekly handout (available via email and the web site). 

* Parents agree to pay dues by the 15th of each month.

* Parents agree to support the ATC Board and Coaches in enforcing this code of conduct.  If disputes arise, Athletes, Parents, Coaches and Board will follow the following grievance procedure.

1) A Grievance must be addressed to the President of the ATC Board.
2) The President of the ATC Board will be responsible for resolving the dispute.

3) Pending Presidential action, the parties involved agree to not discuss the issue at practice or meets. 

* Athletes and Parents agree to maintain the following standard code of conduct:

* Athletes agree to practice good sportsmanship & respect for fellow athletes, coaches, officials, and fans at all times.

* Athletes agree to demonstrate the proper attitude, dedication, and willingness to cooperate with fellow athletes---WE ARE A TEAM!
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* Misconduct or inappropriate behavior displayed by an athlete or athletes during practice, at meets, or while accompanying the team on an organized trip will result in disciplinary action.

3 Strikes You Are Out Policy!

1. 1st offense – A warning from the coaching staff to the athlete(s) that the behavior or misconduct will not be tolerated.

2. 2nd offense – Parent(s) of the involved athlete(s) will be notified of the inappropriate behavior or misconduct.

3rd offense – The athlete(s) involved in the inappropriate behavior or misconduct will be asked to leave the team!

* Athletes agree to be on time with their proper equipment (shoes, water, sweats, etc.) for practice and all meets.

* Athletes agree to clean up after themselves after practice and before leaving a meet.

* Athletes agree that if they sign up for a meet, they will fulfill their obligation to compete in that Meet.
